The Bangkok Charity Or-
chestra (BCO) is the first
orchestra to be committed

to raising funds for charities
in Thailand. It was founded

in early 2010 and ever since
its debut concert in March, it
has raised over 770,000 baht
to support charities in Thai-
land.

BCO aims to support well re-
spected charities as well as to
emphasize importance of social
responsibility and to promote

classical music in Thailand while

being a platform for aspiring
musicians to perform to a high

standard. Its main principle is to

donate 100% of the proceeds
from ticket sales to charity with-
out reductions of any kind.

The orchestra consists of over

80 talented musicians, both music

professionals and experienced

amateurs who dedicate their
skills and time on a voluntary
basis to perform for charity.

The orchestra is founded and
directed by Chulayuth Lochoti-
nan, an enthusiastic conductor
who had been involved with
several fund raising concerts in
the United Kingdom.
